INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

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1. Locate the air box.
2. Remove four bolts (Fig 1).  Wipe away any dirt from the air box cover to prevent dirt from falling into the air box.  Remove air box 
 cover.
3. Remove OE air filter by removing the wing bolt and plastic spacer.  The plastic spacer will be reused in a later step.     
4. Install the K&N® air filter. (Fig. 2)
 NOTE: The K&N® air filter was designed to fit in one direction. The bump seal on the K&N® air filter will fit into the air box 
 as shown.
5. Fig. 3 illustrates the proper order for the hardware installation neccesary to secure the K&N® air filter.  
6. Place the rubber washer over the bolt hole of the K&N® air filter. (Fig. 4)
7. Place the plastic spacer removed in step 4 over the rubber washer as shown. (Fig. 5)
8. Install the supplied wing bolt through the plastic spacer, rubber washer and air filter hole.  Tighten the wing bolt snuggly. (Fig. 6)
9. Reinstall air box cover and tighten bolts.
