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1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative 
battery cable.
NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable 
erases pre-programmed electronic memories. 
Write down all memory settings before 
disconnecting the negative battery cable. Some 
radios will require an anti-theft code to be 
entered after the battery is reconnected.

15. Reconnect the vehicle’s negative battery cable. 
Double check to make sure everything is tight and 
properly positioned before starting the vehicle.

Pull up the factory air filter housing to dislodge it 
from the mounting grommets and then remove the 
complete intake assembly from the vehicle.

10. Install the provided quick disconnect fitting into 
the K&N intake tube as shown.5.
