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1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative 
battery cable.

4. Disconnect the mass air sensor electrical 
connection and then unhook the harness from the 
intake tube.

8. Lift the air filter housing up and remove it from 
the vehicle.

12. Install the provided mass air sensor mounting 
adapter onto the K&N intake tube using the 
provided hardware and gasket. NOTE: be sure 
to install the mounting plate in the position in the 
photo so the sensor is installed in the correct 
direction.
